Lincoln Sweetwater The following signs may indicate a natural gas pipeline leak or failure:

* A hissing, roaring or blowing sound

* Dirt being blown into the air

e ENBRIDGE » Water being blown into the air at a pond, river or creek

» Continuous bubbling in wet, flooded areas

* Fire at or near exposed piping

* Flames apparently emanating from the ground

» Dead or brown vegetation in an otherwise moist or green field
* A “rotten egg” odor

Note: In its natural state, natural gas is odorless, as well as colorless and nontoxic.
Local utilities add an odorant called mercaptan to its supplies to make leaks easy to
detect by smell. However, odorants are usually added to pipelines only in populated
areas, so leaks, especially in open country, cannot always be detected by smell.

WHAT TO DO IF A LEAK OCCURS
Follow these steps if you discover natural gas escaping from a broken or
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leaking line:

CONTACT 811 BEFORE YOU DIG

If you're planning a project that involves digging, remember to first call 811
or make an online request at least two full business days before you dig,
uT grade or excavate. The national 811 number will connect you with your local
line-location center, which will notify utilities of your intent to dig and allow
them time to properly mark buried lines for FREE. Watch for our pipeline
markers as you plan your landscaping and outdoor structures. Always call
811 before you dig or excavate, regardless of the size of your project.
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
